· Volunteers donate more than 1200 hours per month of their time to help us carry out our mission.

· Thru the first 6 months of 2009, pantry usage increased more than 65% over 2008.  
· During July 2009, a record number of families (more than 1600) received our services  – an increase of more than 220%.
· Each month OACP distributes more than 3,000 loaves of bread, buns, bagels and bakery products which are generously donated by local merchants.
· Each month OACP distributes more than 1,000 dozen eggs and over 900 gallons of milk.
· In the first 3 months at the new site, OACP has distributed over 180,000 pounds of food.  

· Second Harvest of Omro has been a major partner with the pantry helping us to fill key nutritional gaps.  Second Harvest provides many items at no cost.  A donation of $1000.00 to the pantry enables us to purchase 5,263 lbs. of food from Second Harvest.  

· Major annual food drives which benefit the pantry are conducted by:  The Postal Carriers in Spring; The Boy Scouts in Fall; and Celebration of Lights during the Christmas Holidays.
